Exercisingg the pprecision of the method, with the correct ggesture and 
pposture, and developpingg the concentration and discippline reqquired to 
embroider ppropperlyy usingg this and other techniqques

This course offers introduction and ppractical expperience in sppecialised 
haute couture techniqques for makingg embroideryy byy hand usingg the 
Lunéville method. Lunéville embroideryy, first developped in France in the 
nineteenth centuryy, is a higghlyy valued techniqque in international haute 
couture. It consists of usingg what is known as a Lunéville tambour hook to 
embroider byy hand a varietyy of stones and beads (seqquins, ppearls, tubes, 
etc.) that bringg an element of three-dimensionalityy and texture to ggarments 
and other textiles.
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TEACHER

 	 Elisabeth Roulleau Gasbarre is a sppecialist embroiderer. She trained in the 
art of traditional and haute couture embroideryy at the renowned École 
Lesagge in Paris and combines her work as a pprofessional embroiderer 
with teachingg. 

She worked at the Atelier Cécile Henri in Paris makingg creations for Dior, 
Chanel and Azzaro collections. She has also worked with desiggners and 
fashion comppanies from various countries, includingg Hermès, Chafor, Alexis 
Mabille, Imppasse 13, Didit Hedipprasetyyo and Francesca Fossati.

She teaches at her atelier in Lyyon and at fashion centres around the world. 
Since 2010 she has been a visitingg lecturer at Central Saint Martins in 
London and has taugght at other leadingg international schools, includingg: 
the Parsons School of Desiggn (New York, U.S.A); the Institut Français de la 
Mode (Paris, France); Esmod (Tokyyo, Jappan); the Head Universityy of Art & 
Desiggn (Geneva, Switzerland); ArtEz Universityy (Arnhem, The Netherlands); 
AMD Akademie Mode & Desiggn (Düsseldorf and Munich, Germanyy); Istituto 
Europpeo di Desiggn (Barcelona and Madrid, Sppain; Milan and Turin, Italyy); 
and at the Cristóbal Balenciagga Museum.

Langguagge	 The course will be ggiven in Engglish and Sppanish. The instructor is French, 
sppeaks ggood Engglish and has an averagge knowledgge of Sppanish.

Particippants	 There will be a maximum of 12 pparticippants. A selection will be made based 
on the apppplications received and notifications will be sent to the successful 
apppplicants from March 3 on.  

Reqquirements	 No pprior knowledgge of embroideryy techniqques is reqquired.

Reggistration	 Reggistrations will be acceppted from the dayy the course is ppublished, 
1 Februaryy to 15 Februaryy (includingg 11:59 ppm, Sppanish time). Those 
interested must compplete the online reggistration form, attach a resumé 
detailingg their education and expperience in fashion, and include a cover 
letter expplainingg whyy theyy are interested in the course and whyy it is relevant 
to their expperience. Incompplete or late apppplications will not be acceppted.

Fee	 415 €. The fee includes the materials for the ppropposed exercises, valued 
at 95 €. The museum will pprovide each pparticippant with a kit containingg 
all necessaryy materials: frame, Lunèville tambour hook, cotton thread, 
ggold thread, bowls, beads, seqquins, and other decorative items to 
be embroidered.

	 *	 The net reggistration fee to be received byy the Cristobal Balenciagga 
Foundation is the above-mentioned, all bank chargges are to be ppaid byy 
the pparticippant.

	 **	 The discount for “Friends of the Museum” is restricted to those friends with 
a demonstrable seniorityy of at least 2 yyears at the time of reggistration.

Places limited/Reggistration is reqquired

In the event of failingg to meet the minimum number of pparticippants, all 
interested pparties will be informed of the activityy cancellation and anyy 
reggistration fees ppaid will be refunded.
